	Orientation

Purpose: Orient students to new material by clarifying the purpose and objective. 
	Presentation

Purpose: Provide initial explanation of the new concept and/or skill.

Stay focused on the topic!
	Structured Practice

Purpose: Master each step one at a time.
	Guided Practice

Purpose: Move students toward accuracy.
	Independent Practice

Purpose: Transfer new knowledge from short to long-term memory.
